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Research on the Policy-making Process of Higher Education

—An overview of recent literatures in the 2000s—

Many literatures on the policy process of higher education have accumulated in the 2000s in the U.S. and Japan. In this paper,

I review them, especially the ones which were influenced and enriched from development in political science theoretically and

methodologically since 1980s, focusing on "formulation and decision-making of policies" of higher education. Comparing recent

literatures in the U.S. and Japan in the 2000s, I review the themes and methods of each literature and discuss the perspectives and

challenges for the future.
