Records of earthquakes were picked up from the “Diary of Librarians of Edo Bakufu”. {
The period of the Diary from 1706 to 1857 still survives. During this period, 136 earth-
quakes are recorded. Among them, 116 were found to be felt in Edo city. Ten earth- !
quakes were added to those previously listed causing damages in Edo. These data were '

added to that published formerly and the annual number of felt earthquakes at Edo is
given in the figure.
