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On the origin of the masculine nominative singular ending
in -e in Old Novgorod Dialect

OYAMA Yusuke

This paper discusses the origin of the o-stem nominative singular ending -e of Old
Novgorod Dialect, which is one of the most debated matters in the field of Russian historical
linguistics. Here we argue which of the three hypotheses formulated till this day, is the most
persuasive.

The first hypothesis is that it directly derives from Proto-Indo-European (PIE) *-0s, via
some intermediate stages like *-a. This has an advantage where it can explain the ending -e simply
as a regular reflex of PIE *-0s and therefore needs no analogical explanation, while there seems to
be some counterexamples.

The second hypothesis is that it comes from the jo-stem ending *-e (< PIE *-ios), which
replaced the hypothetical o-stem ending *-0, as a way of eliminating the situation that the
nominative singular endings of o-stem masuculine and o-stem neuter are the same (i.e. *-0). This
explanation seems to be problematic, as there seems to be no morphological motivation to
differentiate two same endings in Common Slavic.

Moving on, the last hypothesis is that it comes from the o-stem vocative singular ending -e
by some kind of analogy. This explanation seems less persuasive, as it lacks strong evidences to
explain why the vocative ending had to be chosen to replace the original nominative ending. At the
same time, however, it does not have a reliable counterexample that works against it.

In conclusion, none of the three hypotheses are sufficiently persuasive, though the last one

seems to be the least contradictive as it does not have any reliable couterexamples.
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
