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New Material on the Amnayamaiijar

In April 2017 I visited Chengdu in Sichuan Province, China, as part of
preparations for an exhibition of woodblock Buddhist paintings from Derge
Parkhang that are to be loaned to Nanto Fukumitsu Art Museum from the
collection of the Meditation Museum in Toga Village, Nanto City, Toyama
Prefecture, where I serve as an outside curator. During my visit to Chengdu, a
Tibetan scholar showed me a recently published sumptuous volume entitled
Zangqu minjian suocang Zangwen zhenxi wenxian congshu X MR L
B CHkiER  (Chengdu: Sichuan Minzu Chubanshe PUJIIERMEEH AL and
Guangming Ribao Chubanshe JGBHH ik, 2015), which contains
reproductions of valuable old manuscripts held in private collections in Tibetan
ethnic regions. These include the Amndyamaiijari, a commentary on the
Samputa-tantra by Abhayakaragupta, the last great scholar of Indian Buddhism;
a collection of poems by the founder of the Tibetan Kagyii school; and the sDom
gsum gyi gzun lugs legs par bsad pa by sPos khan pa jam dbyans rin chen rgyal
mtshan.

But when I looked at the manuscript of the Amnayamaiijari, 1 could not
believe my eyes, for above the Tibetan translation written in dbu med script the
corresponding original Sanskrit text had been written in the Wartu script. To
date, no Sanskrit manuscript of the Amnayamaiijari has been discovered, and
only a single folio has been identified among Sanskrit manuscripts obtained by
the University of Gottingen in Germany from the K. P. Jayaswal Research
Institute in Patna, India.

A similar example to that of the Amndyamaiijari is the currently circulating
Sanskrit text of the Avadanakalpalatd, which was recovered from a Sanskrit-

Tibetan text published by the printing house in 7ol. But whereas the

il



Avadanakalpalata is a work of narrative literature, I would never have expected
the bilingual Sanskrit-Tibetan text of a compendium of late tantric Buddhism
such as the Amndyamaiijar to have been produced and to have, moreover,
escaped destruction during the Cultural Revolution and survived down to the
present day.

In this article, I provide an overview of this recently published Sanskrit-

Tibetan text of the Amndyamaiijart and discuss its textual value.
