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SUMMARY

Why is a sovereign State entitled to immunity from adjudicative jurisdiction of another State? This question
is considered to be ruled by the principle of jurisdictional immunity of State. But the core element of this principle
has not been sufficiently analyzed ever. According to the prevailing opinion, the plea of immunity has a personal
nature (immunity ratione personae). It is a bar based on the status of the State, i.c. the independence and equality
of States ,which is expressed in the maxim par in parem non habet imperium. And it is said to be a procedural
plea. The plea is one of immunity from proceedings before a national court, not of exemption from law. However,
both of these explanations are not entirely satisfactory. Why a foreign State is not amenable to the jurisdiction of
the foreign State because of its equality and independence is not easy to understand. Furthermore, although the
only reason of its procedural character is that State practices admit it, they have not been sufficiently examined.
Considering these legal backgrounds it is necessary to review in detail State practices forming this principle. The
purpose of this article is to examine The Schooner Exchange v. McFaddon, which is considered generally to be
a leading case of the principle, and show by what legal logic, for what legal reason the immunity is admitted and
from which jurisdiction of territorial State it is admitted to be immune.

Detailed analysis of the case reveals following conclusions. First of all, the Exchange was held to be
considered as exempted with the consent of the territorial State, United States. Therefore, a principle obliging a
territorial State to refrain from exercising its territorial jurisdiction from the beginning was not assumed . Once
the agreement, expressed or tacit, between a territorial State and a foreign State is concluded, both are bound to
respect it. However, before then no obligation is imposed on territorial State.

Second, concerning the reason of immunity, the equality and independence were not invoked as exempting
a foreign State. Marshall, Chief Judge of this decision, confirmed the exemption from territorial jurisdiction of
personal sovereigns, the ambassadors, and troops of a foreign State and described the reasons as being based on
the dignity of the State and the necessity to enable them to carry out their public functions effectively. Importantly,
he admitted the Exchange to be exempt from U.S. jurisdiction by focusing on its character as a warship, so it is
clear that he did not think all the organs of a State enjoy immunity irrespective of its functions.

Finally, the Exchange was not held to be exempted only from adjudicative jurisdiction but from all the
jurisdiction including legislative one.

Considering these conclusions, it is wrong to consider The Schooner Exchange v. McFaddon itself as
a precedent of the principle of jurisdictional immunity of State and derive some legal guide about it directly
from this decision. Of course, it could develop from this decision through subsequent practices. Therefore, it is

necessary to examine how the reasoning of this decision was taken subsequently.
