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Grounding and Japanese and English Nouns
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Abstract

In Cognitive Grammar, the semantic function which connects the concepts coded by linguistic
expressions to the speech situation (i.e. the ground) is referred to as grounding. Nominal grounding is
implemented not only by the grammatical elements such as articles or demonstratives, but also by other
means. This paper examines the relation between grounding and the lexical meanings of nouns in Japanese
and English. After an overview of the Cognitive Grammar analysis of the English definite article, it is
shown that relational nouns of a certain kind embody the function of grounding. In Japanese, which lacks
articles, lexical grounding of this kind plays an important role, resulting in the systematic difference of the

grounding strategies in these two languages.
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
