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I . The background and the purpose

So far, Administration has taken the lead the tree planting policy in the city. However,
for urban green planting promotion, it is important for local residents to take voluntary
urban green preservation activity. In previous research, in order to solve that, it is said
that existence of the leader is important. However, there is nothing that made reference
about the role of the leader of urban green preservation activities. It is necessary to
clarify the role of leader minutely.

Study material is “NERIMA eco adviser"( following EA.) in Tokyo , Nerima-ward.
“EA” is entrusted with the graduate of a "NERIMA environment college" (following
"college") by the head of Nerima-ward. “EA” performs environmental volunteer activity.
“EA” does not receive pocketbook assistance from administration. I think “EA” is the
new leader that performs voluntary urban green preservation activities.

The role of the leader which each subject in urban green preservation activities
desires is classified and arranged. It is objective to clarify the role of "EA" in performing
urban green preservation activities. Based on these, it is clarified to propose a more
effective environmental study lecture to train the leader.

II. Study method

By the field research, I set up as the subject on the urban green preservation
activities, and the leader's role which each subject desires was arranged.

In order to inspect whether “ EA" commits as the leader, hearing investigation and
the questionnaires were carried out.

II. Result and Discussion

"EA", "volunteer group participant”, "environmental event participant”, and
"administration" was classified as the subject on urban green preservation activities.
Like figure-1, the role of “EA” in urban green preservation activities was arranged,
thinking about the ideal role of the leader in order to solve the problems that each
subject has. From the results of the questionnaires for each subject, it clarified that

evaluation of the executive ability of "EA" is higher and Evaluation of adjustment
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ability of “EA” is lower, like figure-2. And the activity participants and the event
participants judge the role of "EA" to be high than " EA" does. The influence that "EA"
gives the other subject in urban green preservation activities is big. Therefore, to raise
an effect as the leader of "EA" more in future, it is necessary for it to be reinforced
adjustment ability( gathering up a activity group)as well as the executive ability (care
or the pruning of a flower bed). " Problems are lack of people performing activity and

aging of "EA”. To solve them, "EA" becomes a lecturer of an environmental study lecture.
