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Coase’s seminal paper (1960) has made a landmarking contribution to the foundation
of law and economics. Fifty years on, it is time for us to reflect upon the past, the present,

and the future of law and economics as an increasingly established field of research.

Our motivation in featuring the theme as part of the Journal of Social Science is
threefold. First and foremost, it is a timely year for a half-century commemoration after
Coase’s seminal contribution. Secondly, proliferation of research in law and economics has
been increasingly remarkable. Thirdly, the theme proves positively synergistic with the

research strengths of our Institute.

Indeed, the theme of law and economics was once featured in our Volume 51, No 3 in
2000. Ten years since, research enhancements in the field of law and economics have been
noticeably prominent (see, e.g., Shavell (2004), Polinsky and Shavell (2007)). Diversification
within this research field has also considerably widened in recent years, as apparent from

the assortment of contributions included in this issue.

We now follow up our previous attempt which is already ten years old, whereby we
are hopeful to shed light on some of the advancements in law and economics over the past
decade, or half century. Last but not least, we should like to take this opportunity to thank

all our contributors for sharing our mission.
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
