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Headlineses: A Typology for Tense-Aspect

Abstract
Newspaper headlines tend to develop peculiar constructions conventionally, due to their stylistic
constraints. The present paper investigates the use of tense-aspect markers in headlines. It is proved
that in most langudges, the tense-aspect system is reduced: one marker is used mainly (unmarked) to
refer to paSt events; other markers (marked) are used where the contents of the article are surprising
events, disclosures of events in distant past, or sequels to past events. The paper also gives a detailed
description of Turkish and Azerbaijani headlines, the latter of which are against the cross-linguistic

tendency. This will shed a new light on the role of headline research in general linguistics.
