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Co-occurrence of Hawaiian Functional Words
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Abstract

In Hawaiian linguistics, the functional words are primal grounds for deciding whether certain word is
"verb" or "noun", putting aside the fact that such classification itself is problematic. Even though, it is
recognized that none of those significant functional words have not been described or analyzed
sufficiently. This situation is not ideal for the further syntactic discussion.

As a part of the broader research of Hawaiian functional words, in this paper, co-occurrence of ‘ana
(so-called "nominalizer") and other functional words are discussed. In addition, for the clarity of the
current and future discussion, it is especially claimed that Hawaiian "parts of speech” can be decided not
on lexical level but on syntactic level only; they can be decided only when the content words are actually

used in phrases or sentences.
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
