It has been five years ever since the Komaba Language Association (KLA)
was officially launched. In 2013, the first of volume of the KLA4 Journal was published,
which functions as a permanent referential point about what KLA has achieved. The
editorial staff would like to express our greatest gratitude to those who have made
contributions to the success of this project up to present. Our thanks also go to the
supervisor, Prof. Tom Gally, who has continuously supported us in various aspects of

our academic activities.

In the last few years, we have been working hard on establishing the
fundamental and essential infrastructure of the KLA Journal. Including the publication
of the current volume, the KLA Journal project (plus the 2014 special issue) has
publicized more than 15 research papers on applied linguistics by leading young
scholars in Japan. We are really proud of this achievement. Now, this journal project

has entered its proper orbit.

The third volume of the KLA Journal contains four papers that are all
important for the continuous development of KLA. Kita’s paper analyzed his self-
compiled corpus and explored the discourse of real, authentic and genuine
communication, which has been considered a catchphrase in the field of English
education in Japan.
